The nearest airport to Çorum is Merzifon Airport, but it has very limited 
flight options—typically only one or two flights per day, mainly from 
Istanbul airports. 

For this reason, the preferred and most convenient option is Ankara 
Esenboğa Airport. 

On 18th November 2025, the host team will likely organize a private 
shuttle bus in the late evening from Ankara Esenboğa Airport to Çorum. 
The road journey is expected to take approximately 3 hours.
